3) Graduates of the Department of English Literature, Graduate School of
Letters, Kyoto Women’s University and former students who withdrew
from the graduate program.

2. The submission shall be an unpublished study of English-speaking languages,
culture and literature and comparative language, comparative culture and
literature. (However, if you make an oral announcement, you can specify
that fact.) When posting, you must not commit research misconduct such as
forgery, falsification, plagiarism, or multiple postings.

3. English manuscript guidelines

1) The length should be about 8,000 words (65 strokes X 25 lines, 27 pages)
including notes (Notes [end notes]) and citation list (Works Cited).
Submit two copies of the printed manuscript (photocopy is acceptable).

2) Submit the note at the end of the manuscript and print it as a footnote. Note
numbers are bare numbers and are written as 1, 2, 3.

3) Be sure to attach a list of cited references. The format, citations,
postscripts, citation list, etc. of the dissertation shall be in accordance
with the latest version of the MLA or APA manual, or the format of either
national or overseas academic journal.

4) Do not include the name of the contributor in the manuscript but attach a
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separate sheet to the manuscript with the name, address, e-mail address,
and title of the paper.
. Applicants who wish to submit will apply to the editorial board by September
30 with a tentative title and the planned number of pages.
. The editorial board will inform you of the submission deadline at a later date.
The acceptance or rejection of the submitted manuscript will be decided by
the review of the peer review committee. After deciding on acceptance, you
will be asked to submit in digital format.
. The deadline for submitting the final manuscript is December 7. In principle,
corrections after submission will not be accepted. Proofreading by the author
should be limited to the second proofreading and correction of typographical
and layout errors.
. 30 copies shall be distributed free of charge to the author.
. Submit the manuscript in an envelope and mark envelope with the bulletin
of the Kyoto Women'’s University Graduate School, in red and specify the
poster’s address and name on the back. The submission will be made by the
editorial board of Kyoto Women’s University Graduate School English and
American Studies.
