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Notes for Contributors

Contributors must be members of the English Literary Society of Kyoto
Women's University except in the case of contributors by special invitation.
Articles are restricted to unpublished work on the language, culture, or li-
terature of English-speaking nations and/or its comparative aspect over the
Japanese language, culture, or literature. Book reviews may be commis-
sioned by the editorial board.

The length should not be more than 7,000 words, or 20 pages (25 lines of 14
words). Three A4-size hard copies of the manuscript should be submitted
along with a copy on floppy disk. The contributor's name should not appear
on the manuscript. Instead, a cover sheet with the author's name, the title
of the article, and a brief curriculum vitae printed on it should be enclosed
with the copies of the manuscript.

As for the style of documentation, contributors are urged to prepare manu-
scripts in accordance with the directives (parenthetical references and a list
of works cited inclusive) of the latest edition of the MLA Handbook for
Writers of Research Papers.

Contributors are allowed two opportunities for proof-reading, the first and
the second proofs. But they are urged to limit their corrections to typo-
graphical errors, without changing or adding to what they have originally
submitted.

The Editorial Board, which includes a couple of guest referees, will make
the final decision for publication.

Each contributor will receive 20 free offprints.

Submissions addressed to the Editorial Board of the English Literary
Society of Kyoto Women's University should be sent to Department of
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English, Kyoto Women's University, 35 Kitahiyoshicho, Imakumano,
Higashiyamaku, Kyoto, 605-8501. The envelope should state in red that it
contains a submission for the English Literature Review.
The deadline for submission for No.66 is October 31, 2022.
Papers submitted to this journal may be electronically transmitted in other
formats. Permission to reproduce any published material must be obtained
in advance from the English Literary Society of Kyoto Women's University
and Kyoto Women's University. Because the author retains the copyright, he
or she may cancel these arrangements with the English Literary Society of
Kyoto Women's University and Kyoto Women's University.

Kyoto Women's University reserves the right in certain instances to make
this material (in whole or in part) available to Kyoto Women's University's

electronic archives or other affiliated information repositories.

This additional clause (No. 10) shall come into force on the 3rd of

December, 2014.
