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Notes for Contributors to English Literature Review

1. Eligibility
Submissions will be accepted only from 1) current members of the
Department of English Language, Communication and Cultures, the Faculty
of Letters, Kyoto Women’s University, 2) graduates of the Department of
English Studies, the Graduate School of Letters, Kyoto Women’s University,
or 3) others approved by the editorial board.

2. Contents of Submission
The submission shall be an unpublished study related to language,
literature, culture, and education.
Papers that have previously been presented orally can be submitted

provided that that fact is made clear.

3. Types and Number of Submitted Manuscripts
Submitted manuscripts include research papers, research notes, practical
reports, and translations. There is no limit to the number of submitted
manuscripts. Any problems related to manuscripts will be discussed by the
editorial board.

4. Manuscript Guidelines

1) The language used is Japanese or English, and the length is not
specified. If there is a problem regarding the length, it will be discussed
by the editorial board.

2) The format shall be in accordance with the latest version of the MLA
manual, or the format of either national of overseas academic journal.

3) Notes should be footnotes, and references should be placed after the
main text.

4) Do not include the name of the contributor in the manuscript but attach a

separate sheet to the manuscript with the name, affiliation, and e-mail.
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5. Application, Deadline, and Method of Submission

In
principle, corrections after submission will not be accepted.
Proofreading by the author should be limited to the second proofreading
and correction of typographical and layout errors.

30 offprints shall be distributed free of charge to the author.
